Esplendor Hotel

In the heart of Buenos Aires, 
this newly refurbished hotel 
combines a neo-renaissance 
exterior with avant-garde interior 
design, perhaps emulating the 
spirit of the city. The building’s 
original patio is now an art 
gallery. Spacious rooms have  
Wi-Fi internet access, mini-bar, 
safe, TV, phone and sitting area. 
The Piegari San Martin restaurant 
is in an attached building and 
serves breakfast and lunch.

Postales del Plata Lodge

90km from Mendoza in the heart of 
wine country, this exclusive 15-acre 
resort offers Malbec vineyards, 
tree-lined paths, fruit orchards and 
gardens, and stunning views of the 
snow-capped Andes. The main 
lodge has a large modern kitchen, 
a spacious dining room and living 
room, wine bar, library with satellite 
TV, office with internet access and 
the wine cellar. Spacious rooms 
have air-conditioning, hair-dryer 
and bathroom amenities, safe and 
satellite TV. Laundry and room 
service are offered.

Club Tapiz

Set in an estate built in 1890 
and surrounded by 10 hectares 
of vineyards, this small seven-
room hotel is on the grounds 
of an award-winning winery, 
Fincas Patagonicas, known for 
its Malbec. A historic landmark, 
original features include patios 
and the pinewood floors of the 
restored main house. Next to it 
is an old winery that produces 
artisan wines. There is a 
restaurant, wine cellar, bar, and 
business centre, as well as a 
swimming pool and spa.

  

Hotel Vina la Playa

This boutique resort is set among 
250 hectares of vineyards along 
the Tinguiririca River, about 
2-1/2 hours from Santiago. 
The classic hacienda-style 
property features a dining room 
serving world-class international 
cuisine crafted by the hotel’s 
chef. Activities offered include 
swimming, tennis, horseback 
riding. Other services include: 
laundry, Wi-Fi access, gift shop, 
bicycles for hire, and relaxation 
and aromatherapy. Rooms offer 
4-star accommodation amenities.  
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Feb. 26/27 - to BUENOS AIRES: Fly to 
Buenos Aires, arriving on Feb. 27. You’ll be 
met by our guide and taken to our central hotel. 
Later this afternoon we enjoy an orientation 
meeting at one of the city’s finest wine bars, 
Gran Bar Danzon, including wine tasting 
and dinner. (Esplendor Hotel, 1nt, D)

Feb. 28 - BUENOS AIRES: Our morning city 
tour focuses on food & wine as we visit the 
most traditional neighbourhoods and cafés in 
Buenos Aires. We reach the bustling waterfront 
and break for lunch at La Caballeriza steak 
house. During the late afternoon we stop at 
La Cava del Querandí Wine Club. We’ll 
taste premium wines (figuratively following 
the Wine Roads of Argentina) followed by a 
cooking lesson and dinner. Optional biking 
available today: a 2-hour easy ride, US$25. 
(Esplendor Hotel, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 1 - BUENOS AIRES: You have the 
morning to yourself. This afternoon we roll 
up our sleeves for a tango lesson with 
the locals at La Ideal Historic Café. Later 
we enjoy the art of superb musicians and 
dancers during our Evening Gala of Tango!
(Esplendor Hotel, 1nt, B, D)

Mar. 2 - BUENOS AIRES: Enjoy a full day for 
your own explorations. Optional full day visit to 
an estancia, US$150 - private guide & driver, 
lunch, activities. (Esplendor Hotel, 1nt, B)

Mar. 3 - MENDOZA - UCO VALLEY: An 
early flight takes us to Mendoza, the centre 
of Argentina’s wine making industry. We drive 
into the beautiful Uco Valley and have lunch at 
Killka, Salentein Winery’s Restaurant and 
Art Space. Later we tour the winery and enjoy 
a walk through the vineyards with views to the 
Andes and the Tupangato Volcano (6800m). 
Optional horseback riding; US$47 ~2hrs.  
(Postales del Plata Lodge, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 4 - MENDOZA - UCO VALLEY: Today 
we visit one of the valley’s finest wineries: 
Clos de los Siete, a joint wine venture 
initiated by the famous French wine maker 
Michel Rolland. We continue to the Posada 
del Jamon to enjoy a traditional asado 
lunch (BBQ). In the afternoon there will be 
time to relax before our early evening cooking 
class. Empañadas (meat pies) and other 
local dishes are on the recipe list tonight. 
(Postales del Plata Lodge, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 5 - MENDOZA, VINTAGE FESTIVAL: 
We drive north this morning to the Catena 
Zapata winery, recognized as a pioneer of 
quality wine making in Argentina. It is also 
known for the outstanding architectural design 
of its Bodega or wine cellar. We enjoy lunch 
at the superb restaurant of the Ruca Malen 
winery. Expect to sit back and relax over a 
full 5 course meal. This evening we attend the

Vintage Festival (Fiesta de la Vendimia) on the 
official opening day. This is Argentina’s largest 
wine related celebration and we’ll sample local 
dishes at the street fair. (Club Tapiz, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 6 - MENDOZA - UCO VALLEY: By 
late morning we head for the Bonfanti Family 
vineyards where we visit the winery and enjoy 
a typical asado lunch (BBQ). Later we make 
our way to Benegas Winery. Built in 1901, it is 
one of few historic relics that remain from 19th-
century Mendoza. Returning to the lodge, the 
rest of the day is yours to relax at the lodge. 
(Club Tapiz, 1nt, B, L)

Mar. 7 - CROSS THE ANDES TO CHILE: 
With an early start we drive west through some 
of the world’s most outstanding mountain 
landscapes. We pass by Mt. Aconcagua, the 
highest peak in the Americas. A short walk 
takes us to Lake Horcones for dramatic views 
of the mountain’s impressive South Face 
and we stop here for a picnic lunch. We 
cross into Chile and complete our traverse 
of the Andes in Chile’s capital city, Santiago. 
(Hotel tba, 1nt, B, L)

Mar. 8 - SANTIAGO: Our morning walking 
tour takes us to Santiago’s notable historic 
sites, including the Mercado Central. This 
is where Chilean chefs source fresh seafood 
for their tables. After lunch at the market (not 
included so you can make your own choices) 
we meet with tonight’s sous-chef who will help 
us select fresh fish and vegetables for today’s 
cooking lesson. (Hotel tba, 1nt, B, D)

Mar. 9 - COLCHAGUA VALLEY: Morning 
finds us driving south into the Colchagua 
Valley, a renowned centre for Chilean wine 
making. We visit the Viu Manent Winery 
which has consistently received 90+ points 
in specialized wine publications. Vintage 
horse-drawn carriages will leisurely take us 
around the vineyard before we taste some of 
the winery’s top wines (Reserve, Secreto and 
Single Vineyard Viu Manent). Lunch will be 
at the winery’s “La Llaveria” restaurant. 
Conducted by Chef Pilar Rodriguez and head 
wine maker Grant Phelps, the menu is clearly 
influenced by Catalonia and France, and each 
recipe reveals the Viu family’s gastronomic 
legacy. Later we continue to our exclusive 
lodge at the Sutil Winery where you can relax 
and enjoy your surroundings prior to dinner. 
(Hotel Viña la Playa, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 10 - COLCHAGUA VALLEY: Today 
we get to know another of Chile’s prime wine 
making regions. We drive south to Curicó, a 
city founded in 1743. Today it is one of the most 
cultured and provincial towns of Chile. We 
visit Alta Cima, a family-run boutique winery 
dedicated to the production of fine wines, and 
we’ll relax over lunch at the bodega’s main 
house. A few miles outside town lies Millamam 
Winery, were we learn the secrets of olive 
oil making. Tonight we’ll enjoy dinner in the 
town of Santa Cruz, on the patio of the Club 
Social overlooking the town’s main square.
(Hotel Viña la Playa, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 11 - COLCHAGUA VALLEY: Enjoy a 
morning of leisure at the lodge, relaxing by the 
pool or perhaps walking through the vineyard. 
This afternoon we drive to MontGras Winery 
for a wine tasting, which should inspire us when 
we try our hand at creating our own unique 
wine! We’ll learn how to blend up to three red 
grape varieties in the MontGras wine cellar. As 
our journey comes to a close we unite for a 
special Farewell Dinner at Los Varietales. 
The cuisine was conceived by Chef Hernán 
Hernández, and is based on contemporary 
versions of traditional Chilean dishes.
(Hotel Viña la Playa, 1nt, B, D)

Mar. 12/13 - COLCHAGUA VALLEY 
& HOMEWARD: Anticipating night flights 
home on Mar. 12, we have time to stop at 
one last winery on the way back to Santiago. 
Casa Silva is unquestionably one of 
the country’s most prominent wineries. 
Fully restored, Casa Silva is a charming 
representative of Chilean tradition. Relax on 
the colonial patio as we taste the bodega’s top 
Carmenere, or take a walk through the oldest 
vineyards of the Colchagua Valley.

From here we go directly to Santiago’s Airport.   
Overnight flights will have you home on 
Mar. 13. (1B, 1L)
