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Aug. 10, 11 & 12 - HWANGE NATIONAL 
PARK: On Aug. 10 we drive to the airstrip, fly 
to Kasane and drive to Victoria Falls airport.  
We board our flight to Hwange National Park. 
A game drive takes us to our camp and the 
remainder of the afternoon is at leisure.

Hwange National Park is renowned for 
its wonderful array of wildlife, particularly 
massive herds of elephant and buffalo.  
Shallow pans found throughout the Park attract 
concentrations of wildlife, making for excellent 
and reliable game viewing.

Elephant, Cape buffalo, sable, roan, southern 
giraffe, blue wildebeest, impala and sometimes 
even gemsbok (oryx) can be seen here. This 
park is one of the best for predators - lion, 
leopard, wild dog and cheetah are regularly 
sighted, along with the smaller African wildcat, 
serval, honey badger, civet and spotted hyaena. 
Birdlife in the area is prolific and varied: more 
than 400 species can be found, including  
woodland and desert-adapted  species. 

On Aug. 11 & 12: we enjoy day & night game 
drives in open 4WD Land Rovers and walking 
safaris with armed rangers (Makalolo Plains 
Camp or similar, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Aug. 13 & 14 - VICTORIA FALLS, 
ZIMBABWE: We fly back to Victoria Falls. 
Known in the local language as Mosi oa Tunya 
- the Smoke that Thunders - the falls are 
formed where the Zambezi River plunges over 
a 1.7km-long precipice into the gorge that lies 
90-107 metres below.

On the morning of Aug. 14 we witness nature’s 
awesome power on a walking tour of the 
Falls. Mist from the falls nurtures a rainforest 
environment characterized by rare plant 
species and inhabited by antelope, monkeys, 
and several species of birds. For your free time, 
optional activities are available including 
bungee jumping and flights over the falls. Our 
Farewell Dinner is at the Boma Restaurant, 
where we can sample many local dishes while 
enjoying a performance of traditional dance. 
(Victoria Falls Safari Lodge, 2nts, 2B, 1D)

Aug. 15/16 - HOMEWARD: You’ll be 
transferred to the airport to begin your journey, 
or you may opt to extend your holiday. Please 
contact us to discuss your options. (1B)

July 29/30 - to AFRICA: Fly overnight to 
Europe and south to Victoria Falls, Zimbabwe. 
You may wish to break the journey in Europe.

July 31 - VICTORIA FALLS: In Victoria 
Falls you are met and transferred to our 
hotel. The day is free to recover from your 
flights until  e meet for our Welcome Dinner. 
(Victoria Falls Safari Lodge, 1nt, 1D)

Aug. 1, 2 & 3 - CHOBE NATIONAL PARK:
On Aug. 1 our three hour drive takes us along 
the Zambezi River, between private and 
national game reserves, and into Botswana. 
We complete border formalities and continue 
to our lodge set on the edge of Chobe National 
Park. The park, named for the Chobe River 
which marks its northern boundary, protects 
10,700km2 of the northern Kalahari.

Aug. 2: we venture out on morning and 
afternoon game drives in open 4WD 
vehicles. Our surroundings include lush 
floodplains along the Chobe River, the dry 
Savuti Marsh, the dense forests of cathedral 
mopane, and endless kilometres of mixed 
woodlands. This is classic big game country, 
where herds of buffalo and elephant attain 
legendary proportions, matched only by some 
exceptionally large prides of lion.

Aug. 3: we return to the Park on a full day outing 
including a traditional game drive, a cruise 
along the Chobe River and a picnic lunch. 
(Baobab Safari Lodge, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Aug. 4, 5 & 6 - MUDUMU NATIONAL 
PARK, NAMIBIA: The morning of Aug. 4 
we drive to Kasane Airport and fly to Kwando 
Airstrip. We cross into Namibia’s Caprivi 
region by boat and continue by road to our 
lodge. We end our day with a sunset river 
cruise followed by dinner at the lodge.

The Caprivi Strip is a narrow sliver of land 
that forms a 450km-long strategic corridor 
linking Namibia with Botswana, Angola and 
Zambia.  Our lodge lies within the 850km² 
Mudumu National Park whose lifeline is 
the Kwando River. Flowing along the park’s 
western border, the river is lined with extensive 
floodplains, floating papyrus swamps and lush 
riverine forest. Beyond are mixed mopane and 
teak woodlands, open grasslands and typical 
African savannah.

Detailed Itinerary  -  BOTSWANA, NAMIBIA & ZIMBABWE
At this time of year, the Kwando river draws 
a great variety of wildlife including large 
buffalo and elephant populations. Also watch 
for the beautiful roan and sable antelope, red 
lechwe and the water-dependent sitatunga. 
plus lion, hippo, impala, Burchell’s zebra, 
greater kudu, common waterbuck, reedbuck 
and bushbuck. The waterways are home to 
spotted-necked otter, tigerfish, and the 
impressive Nile crocodile. Birdlife is a big 
attraction: coppery-tailed coucal, slaty egret, 
greater swamp warbler, swamp boubou and 
brown firefinch are some of the resident 
species.

Aug. 5 & 6: twice daily game drives take us 
into Mudumu National Park and neighbouring 
Nuduma National Park and we explore 
the shores of the Kwando River by boat. 
We also plan a visit to the traditional 
Lizauli village and school, giving us 
the opportunity to interact with the local 
people and learn about their unique culture. 
(Lianshulu Lodge, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Aug. 7, 8 & 9 - OKAVANGO DELTA, 
BOTSWANA: We return by boat to the 
Kwando Airstrip in Botswana, then fly by light 
aircraft to Khwai Airstrip. From here a game 
drive (with a stop for a picnic lunch) takes us to 
camp, set in a private community concession 
in the Okavango Delta.. This afternoon you 
can choose between a game drive or some 
relaxation time at the camp. 

The Okavango Delta is the largest inland 
delta in the world. This unique ecosystem 
is formed as the Okavango River fans out 
across the land and eventually disappears in 
the sands of the Kalahari Desert. The result is 
a system of channels, rivers, lagoons and dry 
land “islands” that create a natural wilderness 
like no other.

Expert local guides lead us through the reed 
beds, floating grasses, papyrus, and sandy 
flood plains that form the delta. Game viewing 
in this area is diverse. If water levels permit, 
we’ll explore on mokoro rides (traditional 
dug-out canoes) as well as on game drives in 
open 4WD vehicles. 

Verdant islands rise above the water level 
and are home to many birds and animals that 
retreat to the cooler trees in the heat of the day. 
Birding is excellent along the channels.Watch 
for both wetland and savannah species: red 
lechwe, waterbuck and hippo, as well as kudu, 
wildebeest and tsessebe that roam the open 
plains. We hope to see herds of buffalo and 
elephant, as well as lion, leopard, wild dog and 
cheetah, hyena and smaller predators.

Aug. 8 & 9: we experience the Delta on game 
drives in open 4WD vehicles and mokoro 
rides. (Banoka Bush Camp, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)
