





DETAILED ITINERARY - INDIA WALKING ADVENTURE

Jan. 1/2— DEPART CANADA: Depart
Canada on Jan. 1. Rooms are held for your
arrival in Delhi as of noon on Jan. 2.

Jan. 3 — DELHI: Lufthansa arrives at 1:15
am on Jan. 3; Singapore Airlines at 5:45 am
Jan. 3; British Airways at 10:25 am Jan. 3 attime
of printing. You'll be met and transferred to The
Manor (~1 hour drive), and the rest of the day
will be at leisure until we meet for an afternoon
of touring. (The Manor, Superior Rooms, B)

Jan. 4 — DELHI - KATHGODAM: This
morning, visit the Crafts Museum and a Bahai
Temple before returning to The Manor to
check out. This evening you'll be transferred
to the Sarai Rohilla Railway station where
you'll board the Ranikhet Express departing at
9:55 pm. (Ranikhet Express, Air-conditioned
sleeper class berth, B).

Jan. 5 — KATHGODAM - DEORA: Arrive
in Kathgodam at 5:40 am where our guide
will board the train and meet you at your
compartment. You'll then be driven to the
Almora region (~3 hours), where the Village
Walks begin.

Begin walking from a point on Kasar Devi
Ridge (1862m) and through the pretty village
of Maath. On a clear day you'll see a grand
panorama of the Great Himalayan Range.
Walk downbhill through terraced fields and into
a chir (pine) forest and on to Bimtola village
where we stop for lunch in the grounds of a
temple.

This afternoon you’ll walk down through the
colourful Naini Valley passing 10th- and 12th-
century temples, and finally walking uphill into
the village of Deora. (Deora Village House, L,
D; 1495m; walking 8.6km, ~ 5 hours)

Jan. 6 — DEORA-ICANA: We start early this
morning with a short walk and drive to a view
point for sunrise - well worth getting out of bed
forl We return for breakfast, then begin our
walk to Kana, which takes us through ancient
oak forests and past the village of Kandhar
where you’ll have to clamber down some
terraced fields. Follow the stream along the
valley floor, emerging onto a road leading to
the 8th-century temple complex at Jageshwar,

a Hindu pilgrimage site, which we’ll take time
to explore. Continuing through the terraced
fields we reach a thick forest and finally,
walking uphill, we enter Kana village where
lunch awaits at the village house.

This afternoon you can relax and enjoy the
scenery or walk to the village of Jhankarshein,
site of Golu Devta temple, a popular pilgrimage
site. (3 hours return). The walk is through pine,
oak and rhododendron forest. (Kana Village
House, B, L, D; 1892m; walking 12km, 6-7
hours)

Jan. 7 — KANA - JWALABANJ: We walk
about 30 minutes to Chirala village and visit
the local school, and possibly the house of an
ex-army officer, if he is home. We continue
walking through a pine forest, down into the
Shivalaya Valley where children often play in
the stream and farmers work the fields. We
climb up toward the village of Alai and on past a
mill and more fields to Palyu village. From here
we climb for about 20 minutes to the road head
at Ka-chula Pool. From here you may choose
to drive (~20mins) to Dhaulchina, before a
gradual uphill walk leads to our lunch spot.
For those who are feeling more energetic, the
walk to the lunch spot would take about 1-1/2
hours with two fairly steep uphill sections. After
lunch, the walking continues gradually uphill
through rhododendron forest (~1-1/2 hours) to
Jwalabang village. (Jwalabanj Village House,
B, L, D; 2147m; 14.8-17.1km; 6-7hours)

Jan. 8 — JWALABANJ-LETI: After a brief
10 minute walk, we drive for about 5 hours to
Leti. Arriving in Leti, it is a 1 hour walk along
a dramatic mountain trail to our lodge, “360°
Leti”. (360° Leti, B, L, D; 2230m)

Jan. 9 & 10 — LETI: Enjoy the day as you
choose to! You may walk in the countryside,
perhaps with a picnic lunch (hampers and
guides are provided). You may just want to
relax and enjoy your surroundings. (360° Leti,
2B, 2L, 2D; 2230m)

Jan. 11 —LETI-IKANA: An hours walk brings
you back to the road where you continue with
a 5 hour drive back to Kana. (Kana Village
House, B, L, D)

Jan. 12 — KANA - CORBETT TIGER
RESERVE: We drive about 4 hours into the
Shivalik Hills and Corbett where we stop for
lunch. This afternoon we take our first jeep drive
into Corbett National Park, India’s oldest park.
Named after the famous conservationist, Jim
Corbett, the park is rich in fables and lore. The
national park (521 sq. km.) and neighbouring
Sonanadi Wildlife Sanctuary and Reserve
Forest areas form Corbett Tiger Reserve (1288
sg. km). As part of Project Tiger, the park
protects tiger as well as deer, wild boar, marsh
crocodile, gharial, and a long list of bird species.
(Hideaway River Lodge, Deluxe Tents; B, L, D)

Jan. 13 & 14 — CORBETT NATIONAL
PARIC: We have two full days to explore the
park on morning and afternoon jeep drives.
Two elephant-back safaris are included in your
stay. (Hideaway River Lodge, Deluxe Tents;
2B, 2L, 2D)

Jan. 15 — CORBETT - DELHI: A six hour
drive brings us back to Delhi and The Manor.
(The Manor, Superior Rooms, B, L)

Jan.16/17—HOMEWARD ORCONTINUE:
Today you'll be transferred to the airport or join
the “Temples to Tigers” Civilized Adventure. (B)

JOIN the INDIA “TEMPLES TO TIGERS”
TRIP: Enjoy a full day at leisure, pending the
arrival of the rest of the group sometime today
(or the early hours of Jan. 17).

OR:

DEPART: Unless you have chosen to stay
longer (extra cost), you will be transferred to
the airport for your homeward/onward bound
flights. Singapore Airlines would depart Jan.
16 @ 10:00 pm. British Airways and Lufthansa
depart Jan. 17 just after 3 AM. Any of the
above will land back in Calgary on Jan. 17.

FLIGHTS

International flights: Lufthansa/Air Canada fly overnight
via Frankfurt to Delhi. Other carriers, such as Singapore
Airlines land in Delhi but scheduling may require an
overnight stop (extra expense) in Singapore. British
Airways has the lowest current fare of CA$1035 + taxes
of approx. CA$540 = $1580. Other carriers fares total
approx. CA$2200 including taxes (as of June 14 ‘10).

TRAVEL INSURANCE

travel insurance at time of deposit. This assumes no
pre-existing medical conditions, and that any possible
cancellation is due to an emergency reason that is
covered by the insurance policy.
