





DETAILED ITINERARY - KENYA

July 22/23 - to AFRICA: Overnight flights take
you to Europe, then south to Nairobi. You may
wish to break the journey in Europe.

July 24 - NAIROBI: On arrival, you’ll be met
by our representatives and transferred to the
Norfolk Hotel. With your early arrival, your
rooms may not be ready, but you can enjoy
the facilities of the hotel that include a heated
pool (there is a changing room and towels are
supplied) and a fitness centre.

Later this morning we visit an animal
orphanage in support of the David Sheldrick
Conservation Foundation. Before returning
to the hotel, we'll stop at a bookstore so you
can purchase supplies or field guides. If time
and energy permit, we stop at the Utamaduni
Crafts Centre (opened in 1991 by Richard
Leakey; a portion of profits goes to the Kenya
Wildlife Service) and possibly the nearby
Kazuri Beads & Pottery Centre (where
formerly destitute women craft a variety of
items). The afternoon is at leisure and later
tonight we meet for our Welcome Dinner.
(Norfolk Hotel, 1nt, D)

July 25 & 26 - MT. KENYA: After a leisurely
breakfast we depart for the Mt. Kenya area. On
our way we stop at a colourful local market as
well as the Tumaini Children’s Orphanage
at Nanyuki. This is your chance to support
a great cause and if you brought any school
supplies or other items you’ll be distributing
them at this time (we’ll talk about this at our
predeparture meeting). This is always a very
rewarding experience for everyone involved. We
reach the Mt. Kenya Safari Club in time for
lunch. This afternoon you may relax and enjoy
the many facilities of “the Club”.

July 26: Today we visit Sweetwaters
Chimpanzee Sanctuary. Our visit supports the
sanctuary which, in collaboration with the Jane
Goodall Institute, now provides shelter and
care for orphaned chimpanzees rescued from
neighbouring countries. After a brief visit we go
on our first safari drive in search of wildlife such
as elephant, rhino, giraffe, zebra and antelope.
We may also spot buffalo, warthog, Colobus
monkey, bushbuck and spotted hyena. We return
to the Club and the balance of the day is at
leisure. (Mt. Kenya Safari Club, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

July 27, 28 & 29 - SAMBURU NATIONAL
RESERVE: We drive north on the new highway
past Mt. Kenya and into the hot semi-arid
Samburu National Reserve. We stop enroute
at the Equator and Subuiga School before
reaching the reserve gates and our lodge. This
desert region is famous for its beautiful scenery,
with acacia trees and volcanic hills dotting the
plains. On our first game drive this afternoon,
watch for indigenous species such as Grevy’s
zebra, reticulated giraffe and the gerenuk, a
long-necked antelope that feeds by standing
on its long, spindly legs, reaching as high
as it can for leaves. Also watch for elephant,
cheetah, beisa oryx, dik-dik, lion, and hippo.
There are more than 300 bird species in the
area, including the Martial eagle, which is large
enough to prey on the tiny dik-dik antelope.

July 28 & 29: We spend two days on morning
and afternoon game drives. In addition, we learn
about the Samburu people who have made this
harsh environment their home with a visit to a
nearby village. Warriors will demonstrate some
of their ancient ways, including spear-throwing
and fire-making. (Samburu Intrepids Camp,
3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

July 30 & 31, Aug. 1 & 2 - MASAI MARA
NATIONAL RESERVE: We fly past Mt. Kenya
and south to the Masai Mara, the most famous
reserve in Kenya. During our stay, twice-daily
safari drives will take us into different parts of
the Masai Mara, in search of resident game and
the migrating herds.

The Masai Mara forms the northern portion of
the famed Serengeti ecosystem that is shared
by Kenya and Tanzania. Much of this ecosystem
is grasslands, which sustain large populations
of an impressive number of species: gazelle,

giraffe, buffalo, topi, kongoni, eland, elephant,
hyena, jackal, ostrich, lion, and many bird
species, and the migrating herds of (mostly)
zebra and wildebeest.

The Migration: during each year, over a million
wildebeest, thousands of zebras, and their
attendant predators, move through the Masai
Mara. This massive movement of animals
begins sometime in July, as the grasses green
up after the rains, until sometime in September/
October, when the need to find fresher grass
pushes the migration south into the Serengeti...
this is one of nature’s greatest spectacles!
(Mara Intrepids Camp, 4nts, 4B, 4L, 4D)

Aug. 3,4 & 5-LAMU ISLAND: On Aug. 3 we
fly via Nairobi to Lamu, an island that lies off
the coast of Kenya. A traditional Arab dhow
will take us in style to the southern shores
of Lamu Island and Kipungani Lodge. Kick
back and enjoy the leisurely pace of a tropical
getaway while exploring deserted and beautiful
white sandy beaches, historical sites, and the
charming town.

Lamu town - a UNESCO World Heritage Site -
is steeped in history and charm. We’ll explore the
narrow streets, where houses boast intricately
carved wooden doors. The only vehicles - there
are 2 - are owned by a government official! Once
a thriving port trading in amber, spices, and
slaves during the 1500s, the town and the area
have been influenced by its rulers, including
the Portuguese and the Sultan of Zanzibar. We
recommend a visit to the village of Kipungani,
which lies near our lodge (most of the staff
come from this village). Activities offered by
Kipungani include a variety of watersports,
including windsurfing, deep sea fishing and
sailing on the lodge’s Arab dhow. Birders can
enjoy walks in and around the property, or you
might simply want to do absolutely nothing!
(Kipungani Explorer, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Aug. 6/7 - HOMEWARD: We fly back to
Nairobi where we will be met and taken out
for a special Farewell Dinner at a favourite
restaurant near the airport. We return to the
airport in time to board our homeward bound
overnight flights. (1B, 1D)
