





DETAILED ITINERARY - KENYA & TANZANIA

Feb. 25/26 - to AFRICA: Overnight flights
take you to Europe, then south to Nairobi. You
may wish to break the journey in Europe.

Feb. 27 - NAIROBI: On arrival, you'll be
met by our representatives and transferred
to the Nairobi Safari Club. With your early
arrival, your rooms may not be ready, but
you can enjoy the facilities of the hotel that
include a heated pool (there is a changing
room and towels are supplied) and a fitness
centre. The afternoon is at leisure and later
tonight we meet for our Welcome Dinner.
(Nairobi Safari Club, 1nt, 1D)

Feb. 28 & Mar. 1 - LAKE NAKURU: This
morning we drive approximately 2 hours into
the dramatic Great Rift Valley and our lodge
at Lake Nakuru National Park. On morning
and afternoon game drives we explore the
lakeshore where waterbirds are attracted
in tremendous numbers by the abundant
algae and fish in this warm alkaline lake. At
times the surface appears to shimmer with
a glow created by hundreds of thousands
R1 ADPLQJRYV, pelicans and marabou
The Park is a sanctuary for the rare black
rhino, and also watch for leopard, waterbuck,
Rothschild giraffe and Colobus monkey.
(Lion Hill Lodge, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

Mar.2 & 3-MASAIMARA GAME RESERVE
[Eastern): Today we drive to the eastern
border of the famous Masai Mara Game
Reserve to our tented camp situated on private
Maasai land on the fringe of the reserve.

The Masai Mara forms the northern portion of
the famed Serengeti ecosystem that is shared
by Kenya and Tanzania. Much of this huge area
is grasslands, which sustain large populations
of an impressive number of species: gazelle,
zebra, giraffe, buffalo, topi, kongoni, wildebeest,
eland, elephant, hyena, jackal, ostrich, lion,
and many bird species. At about 2000m above
sea level, the plains are watered by the Mara,
the Talek and the Sand Rivers, which support
healthy populations of wildlife year-round.

Activities from Siana Springs Camp include
twice-daily game drives in 4WD vehicles plus
nature walks with Maasai guides who'll teach

us how to identify plants & birds and show us
how they protect themselves from wild animals!
We may visit a local village where we’ll see the
traditional homes or “manyattas” of the Maasai
and learn more about their rich culture. (Siana
Springs Camp, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

Mar. 4 & 5 - MASAI MARA (Western): This
morning a game drive takes us through the
reserve to the more remote western section.
On twice-daily game drives we’ll go in search
of the resident species of the area and in
addition, we can enjoy game viewing from the
comfort of camp where an active waterhole
attracts many species.

Mar. 5 is an ideal day on which to partake in
the optional hot air ballooning offered from
the lodge (~US$450; book in advance).
(Kichwa Tembo Tented Camp, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

Mar. 6 - SERENGETI NATIONAL PARK
(Western Corridor): Today a full day game
drive takes us south across the border into
Tanzania and the famous Serengeti National
Park. We'll take our time as we make our way

stesk§ur lodge in the western corridor, which

follows the path of the Grumeti River towards
Lake Victoria. We'll stop to view animals
large and small and break for a picnic lunch
en-route. This afternoon we reach our lodge
and later meet for a hearty dinner.

The Migration: this yearly movement of some
1.5 million wildebeest, thousands of zebras,
and their attendant predators, moves south
from the drying Masai Mara grasses (sometime
in November/December) to the newly green
grasses of the Serengeti. The herds will mill
about in the southern Serengeti until sometime
in May/June, when the need to find fresher
grass pushes the migration north into the Masai
Mara. This is truly one of nature’s greatest
spectacles! A million animals can stretch over
a large area, and on this special itinerary, we
hope to have several opportunities to witness
animals in great numbers.

This areais home to excellent year-round wildlife
populations, with resident game including lion,
spotted hyena, cheetah, hippo, superb bird life,
black-and-white Colobus monkeys, buffalo,
zebra, Thomson’s gazelle, as well as giant Nile
crocodile. (Mbalageti Lodge, 1nt, B, L, D)

Mar. 7, 8 & 9 - SERENGETI (Southeast):
We head southeast today on a game drive to
Ndutu Lodge, which sits on the border of the
Ngorongoro Conservation Area and Serengeti
National Park. The Serengeti ecosystem
covers a vast area that includes the National
Park (Tanzania’s first and still its largest) and
the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. This
ecosystem is considered by UNESCO as the
last stronghold of the great migrations, and
with twice-daily safari activities here and

in the central Serengeti, we have a very good
chance of viewing this incredible spectacle
as millions of wildebeest are expected to
be grazing in this area around this time.
(Ndutu Lodge, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Mar. 10 & 11 - NGORONGORO
CONSERVATION AREA: On Mar. 10 we
drive across the plains to Olduvai Gorge, “the
Cradle of Mankind”. This barren ground was
made famous with Mary and Louis Leakey’s
discoveries of fossilized remains of early
man. We continue toward the Ngorongoro
Crater. Declared a UNESCO World Heritage
Site in 1978, the crater's permanent water
and grasslands support some 30,000
large mammals. Grazers dominate: zebra,
wildebeest, gazelle, buffalo, eland, hartebeest,
and warthog. It is also home to rhino, bull
elephants, spotted hyena, large predators,
and nocturnal species such as civet, genet,
and serval. Watch the trees for monkeys,
baboons and a variety of birds, including Auger
buzzards, Verreaux’s eagles, Hildebrandt’s
francolins, and Livingstone’s turacos.

We reach the crater’s edge and our lodge by
midday. The afternoon is free to enjoy the
stunning views from the lodge, or you may wish
to embark on an optional hike around the rim
of Olmoti Crater, a nearby caldera (US$35, min.
4 people required).

Mar. 11: we venture out on a full day safariin
the crater with a picnic lunch. On leaving the
crater we drive to the town of Karatu where
we break our journey for the night. You may
enjoy the peaceful surroundings knowing we
have shortened tomorrow’s drive into Arusha,
ultimately giving us more time there to explore.
(Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge, 1nt; Bougainvillea
Lodge, 1nt; 2B, 2L, 2D)

Mar. 12/13 - ARUSHA & HOMEWARD: On
Mar. 12 we drive to Arusha and visit LOHADA,
a Tanzanian-led organization providing care,
education and shelter for young children and
elders. After lunch we’ll visit shops featuring
local handicrafts. Before transferring to the
airport this evening we’ll have dinner at a
nearby hotel. We then fly to Nairobi and
continue homeward. (1B, 1L, 1D)
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Thoroughly entrenched in the
world of fine art, commercial and

Or, in the soon-
over golden hour at sunset you
may move to the coverage of
nearby trees to find it's suddenly
10 times darker... and once
again you're dealing with difficult
exposures. Photographing
anything in situations like this
can be challenging, and Kyle
will work with you to overcome
any hurdle and teach you how to
roll with the challenges of travel
photography to capture a truly
unique photograph.
