





DETAILED ITINERARY - PERU & ECUADOR

Sept. 28 — LIMA: Most flights will land late
on Sept. 28. You'll be met and escorted to the
airport hotel, which is a short walk from the
arrivals hall. (Costa del Sol Hotel, 1nt)

Sept. 29 & 30 — SACRED VALLEY: A
morning flight takes you over the Andes to
Cusco. We meet our guide and drive into the
Sacred Valley which is about 500m lower
than Cusco. Starting at this somewhat lower
elevation here will help us adjust to the altitude.

En-route we stop at Awana Kancha (“Palace
of the Weaver” in the Quechua language).
Here, weavers from over a dozen communities
exhibit the spinning, dying and weaving of
traditional textiles. A goal of the centre is to
ensure the survival of an important component
of local culture, and it highlights the importance
of llama, alpaca, guanaco and vicuna. We stop
for lunch at a favourite local restaurant and the
rest of the afternoon is at leisure.

Walking at Maras (Margie Woo)

On Sept. 30 we continue to explore the
valley, starting at Chincheros Market. At this
authentic market you'll be able to watch the
locals bartering over a variety of products. You'll
also find handmade textiles for a reasonable
price. We’'ll stop for a picnic lunch, enjoying the
views, before continuing to the terraces of the
so-called “greenhouse of the Inca” at Moray.
Nearby is the intriguing centuries-old and still
used Maras salt pans. From the salt pans you
have the option of enjoying a leisurely downhill
walk to the village below before returning to our
hotel. (Hotel Pakaritampu, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

Oct. 1 & 2 — MACHU PICCHU ¢ : On Oct. 1
the early Vistadome train takes us through the
Urubamba Valley to the small village beneath
Machu Picchu. Two nights give us lots of time
to absorb the magnificence of Machu Picchu
and to enjoy our beautiful surroundings. After
lunch at the entrance to the site, we begin our
guided tour of Machu Picchu to learn about
the mysteries and the myths that surround it.

On Oct. 2 we return to the ruins with our
guide. Spend as much time here as you
wish. If you want to climb Huayna Picchu,
you must register and start the climb before

Oam. e afternoon Is at leisure - you
may want to discover the small village of
Aguas Calientes, or explore the interesting
marked trails that lead from our lodge.
(Inkaterra Machu Picchu, 2nts, 2B, 1L, 2D)

Oct. 2 & 4 — CUSCO ¢ : On Oct. 3 we take the
early train to Ollantaytambo and then drive
to Cusco. After lunch at a local restaurant
you have the rest of the afternoon for your
own explorations. We reunite at the hotel for
dinner this evening.

On Oct. 4 we spend the morning exploring
Cusco with our guide. On our walking tour
of this charming and historic city, the cobbled
streets lead us to Spanish cathedrals and the
Inca temple of Koricancha that are on or near
the main square. We also tour the impressive
hill-top ruins of Sacsayhuaman. Once an Inca
sanctuary, this is the site of one of the Inca’s
last stands against the Spanish. Some of
the massive rocks used to build the walls of
the site weigh up to 130 tons! After a picnic
lunch the afternoon is at leisure; you can
shop or just explore. We reunite for a special
Peruvian dinner, including a folklore show.
(Libertador, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

Oct. 5 & 6 — to QUITO ¢ : Fly via Lima to
Quito, then transfer to our hotel.

On Oct. 6 we meet our guide and spend the
morning touring the historic colonial district.
This area is responsible for Quito being listed
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, and
you'll see wonderful examples of architecture
that date back to the days of the Spanish
rulers. We visit the Art Workshop School
of Quito where homeless children from 13 to
20 years of age learn different colonial artistic
techniques. We'll walk on La Ronda street,
considered the oldest in the city and see the
baroque La Compaiiia church. We’'ll end with
a traditional lunch at a local restaurant and
the rest of the afternoon is at leisure so you
can prepare for your Galapagos adventure.

Oct. 7 - 13 — GALAPAGOS*: On the
morning of Oct. 7 we fly to the Galapagos

Islands where your naturalist guide will meet
you. We'll continue to our yacht where you'll
meet the rest of the crew and settle into your
cabins before the Captain weighs anchor.

On each day you'll generally embark on two
shore excursions. This will depend on the
area being visited, as sometimes you may
instead opt to snorkel with the sea lions, or
you may have the opportunity for a third shore
excursion if there is an additional site nearby.
We primarily cruise through the night to our
next destination, awakening to a new island
and its unique flora and fauna. On our 7-night
trip we explore the islands with the first-class
Tip Top IV yacht as our base.

In 1835 Charles Darwin visited this remote
archipelago. His revolutionary book The
Origin of Species was inspired by this “living
laboratory of evolution”. The islands remain
suspended in time, with 500-pound tortoises
and colourful prehistoric iguanas basking
on beautiful lavascapes. Sea lions and fur
seals show no fear of humans, and penguins
can also be seen. Watch for frigate birds,
flightless cormorants, waved albatross and
blue-footed boobies. Each island offers unique
landscapes, flora, and fauna, many of which are
found nowhere else.

Our planned route visits points on North
Seymour, Genovesa, Floreana, Espafola
(where Albatross chicks may be learning
to fly at this time of year) and Santa Cruz
Islands, as well as the Charles Darwin
Research Station (changes to this itinerary
may be required and are beyond our control).
(Tip Top 1V yacht, 7nts, 7B, 7L, 7D)

Oct. 14 — QUITO: This morning we transfer
from the yacht to the airport on Baltra Island
and then fly back to Quito. You'll have some
time to relax or do some last minute shopping
before we meet for our festive Farewell Dinner
at a favourite restaurant. (JW Marriott, 1nt, B,
L,D)

Oct. 15 —HOMEWARD: Our flight times require
a very early transfer to the airport this morning,
thus ending your Ecuador adventure. (B)

FLIGHTS

We suggest Continental Airlines via Houston to Lima
and from Quito. At time of printing, 2011 fares are $1390
+ 142 taxes = $1532. Alternatively, American Airlines
flies to Quito via Dallas and Miami, with 2011 fares being
starting at CA$1,203 + $148 taxes = $1351.

NOTE: if you are booking your own flights, please consult
with us first. Ensure you have at least 2 hours of connecting
time between flights to satisfy insurance requirements
(assumes you have cancellation insurance). Allow for
more time if possible if there’s any concern about weather
delays.

TRAVEL INSURANCE
