


» This is a special adventure safari combining traditional safari game
drives with walks - unique in Tanzania!

+ Accommodation includes a lodge, a tented camp (large walk-in
Meru-style tents) and a mobile tented camp (large dome tents).
Because this may be perceived to be more basic, we rate this as a
3 paw, however we strongly feel that the experience and the level of
guiding could put this into the 4 paw level, ideal for the person who
is keen to really experience Africa by vehicle and on foot!

* Flights take you back to your starting point in Kilimanjaro, thus
avoiding a full day’s drive.

* Your safari will be guided by Jean du Plessis,
professional guide and host of the TV series
Ultimate Africa, now seen on Animal Planet,
and National Geographic Channel.

How difficult is the trip?

We rate this as “active and adventurous’.
Driving is involved throughout, frequently on
bumpy roads, so your stamina may be tested.
Stops for stretching are frequent and the vehicles
have a fridge so you can enjoy a cool drink as
you wish. A minimum of two full days is for walking in the newly
created Serengeti Wilderness Zone. You may be out all day or for
part of the day, depending on sightings, weather etc. You'll safari in
traditional style (ie. by 4WD vehicle) in the Ngorongoro Crater and
for part of your stay in the Serengeti. Drives may be long (i.e. all

day) depending again on sightings and road conditions.

ACCOMMODATION

Karama Lodge

This eco-friendly lodge lies on
the outskirts of Arusha. At the
top of the lush and serene Suye
Hill, the lodge has a rustic, yet
comfortable, ambiance where
personalized service in a relaxing
atmosphere is the order of the
day. The lodge has 22 unique
en-suite cabins built up on stilts to
ensure privacy. Constructed with
local materials, the cabins allow
close proximity to the surrounding
forest flora and fauna. Each cabin
has its own wooden balcony with
comfortable chairs where you can

relax and admire the spectacular
views of Mt. Kilimanjaro, Mt. Meru,
the Maasai steppes beyond, and
the surrounding lush vegetation
and birdlife. En-suite bathrooms
offer hot water showers and each
cabin has mosquito netting.

Rhotia Valley
Tented Lodge

Rhotia Valley consists of Rhotia
Valley Tented Lodge on one hill
and Rhotia Valley Children’s
Home on the opposite hill: Two
hills one goal! By staying at Rhotia
Valley Tented Lodge, you directly
contribute to the well-being of the
children of the adjacent Children’s
Home. The lodge is one hour from
Lake Manyara and one hour from
the crater, on a hill in authentic
rural Africa. At the lodge you can
enjoy every comfort in a typical
African atmosphere. With only 15

Your Transportation

Your safari will be in custom-designed 4WD vehicles

that have been extended and widened to allow

more space, offering the best photographic angles

without passengers bumping into each other.
Window size has been maximized. The roof hatches allow you to stand
and enjoy excellent wildlife viewing, and they can be removed completely.
All vehicles have 110/220v power for charging camera batteries, a small
fridge for water and other drinks, a “coffee box” with snacks, coffee and
tea that can be enjoyed at anytime on a game drive, and a set of mammal
and bird books as well as maps of the area. Every vehicle has a first aid
kit and all guides are trained in its use.

en-suite tented houses it offers
intimate charm and personal
service.

Mobile Camp

Tents are 3-man dome tents with
plenty of space for 2 people (2.5m
x 2.5m x 2m high). Comfortable
mattresses rest on the ground
and ensure a good night’s sleep.
Shared facilities include pit and
bucket showers. On request, the
buckets are filled with hot water
and they provide plenty of water
for a good shower and for washing
hair. The concept is to be light and
flexible and fundamentally more
economical. Most meals will be
served under the canopy of stars,
but in poor weather there is a
small mess tent. A crew member
prepares all the meals and helps
around the camp. Cold drinks,
beer and a small wine selection
will be available. The camp can
be easily moved (while you are
out on safari) and will be located
in the Serengeti Wilderness Zone
which allows for activities outside
of the vehicle, or within the
boundaries of Serengeti National
Park. Be among the few who have
explored this area.
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DETAILED ITINERARY - TANZANIA

Feb. 14/15 - to KILIMANJARO/
ARUSHA: Overnight flights take you from
Canada to London and from there via Nairobi
to Kilimanjaro International Airport. If you'd
like to break the journey in London, please
speak with us about your options.

Feb. 16 — ARUSHA: Kenya Airways lands
in Kilimanjaro in the early morning. On arrival
you'll be met by Jean du Plessis’s team and
transferred to Karama Lodge. The drive takes
about 40 minutes and you’ll quickly gain
insight into life in Africa. On arrival at the lodge
you may settle in and relax for the rest of the
day. (Karama Lodge, 1nt, D)

Feb. 17 — LAKE MANYARA & RHOTIA
VALLEY: We pack up our 4WD safari
vehicles and begin the drive south toward
Lake Manyara and Mto Wa Mbu Village. The
drive takes about 2 hours and is on a very
good paved road. Once at Mto Wa Mbu,
specialist guides will meet you and take you
an a very informative tour of the farming areas
of the village.

Mto Wa Mbu is a melting pot of African
cultures with over 130 tribes represented here.
Your Wayo guides will lead you straight into the
farms to give you a look at what ‘real’ Africa
looks like today - how Africans really live in a
modern Africa. We'll learn more about farming
techniques and processing, as well as other
aspects of daily life such as schooling.

We'll enjoy lunch on a small banana plantation,
owned by the woman who will also be our chef.
You'll safely enjoy a large variety of Tanzanian
dishes.

A short drive takes us to Lake Manyara
National Park. Bordered on the west by the
dramatic Rift Valley Escarpment and to the east
by the lake, the park’s diverse environment
includes savannah, marshes, and acacia
woodlands which support an incredible variety
of bird species. Also watch for waterbuck,
leopard, buffalo, hippo, giraffe, zebra, tree-
climbing lions (considered an uncommon
behaviour) and possibly flocks of flamingos.

In the late afternoon we drive up the
escarpment to Rhotia village to settle into our
tented lodge. With 2 nights here, you may have
time to visit the children’s home which is 1 km
from the lodge. (Rhotia Valley Tented Lodge,
int, B, L, D)

Feb. 18 — NGORONGORO CRATER: An
early start from the lodge means we’ll be one
of the first vehicles on the Crater floor
this morning. We'll carry a brunch with us to
enjoy during the morning. Depending on the
sightings, we plan to leave the Crater by mid
afternoon to return to our lodge for the evening.

+The Ngorongoro Crater was declared a

UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1978 for its
geological and ecological importance. Here,
permanent water and grasslands within the
world’s largest caldera support some 30,000
large mammals year round. Grazers are the

most commonly seen: zebra, wildebeest,
gazelle, buffalo, eland, hartebeest and warthog.
Also watch for rhino, bull elephants, spotted
hyena, large predators, and possibly nocturnal
species such as civet, genet, and serval. In the
trees you may spot monkeys, baboons and
a variety of birds, including Auger buzzards,
Verreaux’s eagles, Hildebrandt’s francolins, and
Livingstone’s turacos. (Rhotia Valley Tented
Lodge, 1nt, B, L, D)

Feb. 19, 20 & 21 — SERENGETI WALKING
SAFARI: On Feb. 19 we leave Rhotia Valley
after breakfast and drive over the rim of the
crater and down into the Serengeti short grass
plains. This is a fairly long drive and often on
bumpy roads, but as Jean says, “the payoff is
that we’ll more than likely drive through a large
part of the migration so the bumps will not be
noticed”. At some point on the journey we’ll
stop to enjoy the picnic lunch we brought from
Rhotia. The last two hours of the drive will be
off road as we enter the Serengeti Wilderness
Zone where we'll be based for the next 3 nights.
As you’ll discover, the camp is light enough to
be taken into remote areas such as this, yet it
still provides all the comforts you need.

We spend Feb. 20 & 21 away from vehicles. Our
daily program will largely be made by nature.
We might decide to go out for an early morning
hike, return for lunch and go out again in the

later afternoon to avoid the heat of midday. Or,
we might stay out for the entire day with a picnic
lunch if the weather permits. In the finest of
African safari traditions, you will most likely end
the day with a cold sundowner in hand, perhaps
perched on a large rock overlooking the plains.
Evenings are always spent gathered around the
camp fire, sharing tales of the day and of Africa.

+The Serengeti ecosystem covers a vast
area that includes both the National Park
(Tanzania’s first and still its largest) and
the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. This
ecosystem is considered by UNESCO as the
last stronghold of the great migrations. At this
time of year the herds, numbering in the millions,
are expected to be in the Serengeti, boosting
the population of resident species dramatically.
(Mobile Camp, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)
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Feb. 22,23 & 24 —SERENGETIBY 4WD: On
Feb. 22 we may go for an early walk near camp
before moving into the southern Serengeti.
Our location will be set by nature as we follow
the herds. Enjoy the changing scenery and
watch for wildlife as our game drive takes us to
our new location, with a stop for a picnic lunch.
In the meantime, our camp will be relocated
and ready for us when we arrive in the late
afternoon.

We spend Feb. 23 & 24 on game drives.
We’'ll explore the grasslands and kopjes (rock
outcrops) in search of not only the migrating
herds but also the many resident species that
thrive here. Keep watch for lion, spotted hyena,
cheetah, buffalo, zebra and Thomson’s gazelle,
among others. (Mobile Camp, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Feb. 25/26 — HOMEWARD or ONWARD:
After breakfast we’ll pack up and drive to Ndutu
airstrip for the flight to Kilimanjaro. Staff of KIA
Lodge will meet you and transfer you to the
lodge where dayrooms are ready for you. There
is an inviting pool, a dining/bar area, and the
twin-bedded rooms have en-suite bathrooms
so you can wash the safari dust away and get
ready for your flights home. At an appropriate
time, KIA Lodge staff will return you to the
airport to continue your journey. (KIA Lodge
dayrooms, 1B)

Jean du Plessis is the host
of an exciting TV series called
Ultimate Africa that has been
seen on Animal Planet and
National Geographic Channel
(UK). This series showcases
Jean’s connection with Tanzania
and investigates various topics
from poaching to conservation.

Jean has been a professional
guide all his working life. He
spent his childhood running
around the African wilderness
with Zulu kids in the foothills
of the Drakensberg mountains.
It was here that a lifestyle in
Africa, its people and wildlife was
imprinted on him. His favorite
African moment: sitting in a tree-
nest overlooking a waterhole
where 500 elephants were
drinking under a full moon!

Today Jean is working at the
forefront of developing new
and exciting safari experiences
in Tanzania as well as guiding
small select groups into the
‘wild and wonderful’.
