





DETAILED ITINERARY - TANZANIA & KENYA

Feb. 11/12 - to AFRICA: Fly via London to
Nairobi.

Feb. 132 - KILIMANJARO: Connect to
Kilimanjaro Airport, Tanzania. Tonight we meet
for our Welcome Dinner and safari orientation.
(Arumeru River Lodge, 1nt, 1D)

Feb. 14, 15 & 16 - NGORONGORO
CRATER: On Feb. 14 we begin the day visiting
LOHADA, a Tanzanian-led organization
providing care, education and shelter for young
children and elders. After lunch at Shanga
River House (set on a coffee estate and site of
a workshop supporting disabled residents) we
drive to the Ngorongoro Crater, reaching our
lodge on the rim of the crater by late afternoon.

* The Crater was declared a UNESCO World
Heritage Site in 1978 for it's geological and
ecological importance. Here, permanent water
and grasslands within the world’s largest
caldera support some 30,000 large mammals
year round. Grazers are the most commonly
seen: zebra, wildebeest, gazelle, buffalo,
eland, hartebeest and warthog. Also watch
for rhino, bull elephants, spotted hyena, large
predators, and nocturnal species such as
civet, genet, and serval. In the trees you may
spot monkeys, baboons and a variety of birds,
including Auger buzzards, Verreaux’s eagles,
Hildebrandt’'s francolins, and Livingstone’s
turacos.

We spend at least one full day on safari in the
crater by bringing a picnic lunch with us. We
can spend more time in the crater on Feb. 16,
or you may want to go on an excursion to a
nearby crater were you can hike around the
rim and into the caldera (US$30, min. 4 people
required). (Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge, 3nts, 3B,
3L, 3D)

Feb. 17, 18 & 19 - LAKE MASEK: On Feb.
17 we drive to Olduvai Gorge, the “cradle of
mankind”. This barren ground is where Mary
Leakey uncovered Nutcracker Man and later
Handy Man in the 1930s, and it is an extremely
historic scientific site. We continue to Lake
Masek.

The Serengeti ecosystem covers a vast
area that includes both the National Park
(Tanzania’s first and still its largest) and
the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. This
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ecosystem is considered by UNESCO as th

last stronghold of the great migrations, and
our tented camp is in a prime location for seeing
the herds at this time of year. With twice-daily
safari activities here and subsequently in the
neighbouring Serengeti, we have a very good
chance of viewing this incredible spectacle as
millions of wildebeest move through the area.
(Lake Masek Tented Camp, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Feb. 20,21 & 22 - SERENGETI NATIONAL
PARIC: A safari drive takes us into Serengeti
National Park « where we settle into our lodge.
During our time here we’ll explore the grasslands
and kopjes (rock outcrops) in search of not only
the migrating herds but also the many resident
species that thrive here. Keep an eye out for
lion, spotted hyena, cheetah, buffalo, zebra
and Thomson’s gazelle, among others. Feb. 21
is an ideal day for anyone wanting to go hot
air ballooning (optional, ~US$475, advance
reservations recommended). (Serengeti Sopa
Lodge, 3nts, 3B, 3L, 3D)

Feb. 23 - NAIROBI: Today we fly to
Kilimanjaro where we connect to our flight to
Nairobi. Tonight we’ll enjoy dinner at a favourite
local restaurant. (Norfolk Hotel, 1nt, B, L, D)

Feb. 24 & 25 - MOUNT KENYA: On the
morning of Feb. 24 we drive north toward Mt.
Kenya ¢ , Africa’s second highest peak. We'll
cross the equator, as well as visit Subuiga
school and the Tumaini orphanage where we
can donate any materials we have brought
with us (a great opportunity to interact with the
locals).

We continue to Sweetwaters Chimpanzee
Sanctuary which, in collaboration with the Jane
Goodall Institute, is noted for providing shelter
and care for orphaned chimpanzees rescued
from neighbouring countries. We'll go on a safari
drive in the Sweetwaters Game Reserve, which
is also a sanctuary for endangered rhinoceros.
Also seen here are elephant, giraffe, zebra and
antelope, as well as buffalo, warthog, Colobus
monkey, bushbuck and spotted hyena.

Upon reaching our hotel, with its wonderful
views of Mt. Kenya, the remainder of the
afternoon is at leisure. Feb. 25 is a free day
S0 you can relax or perhaps partake in any of
the various activities available from “the club”.
(Mount Kenya Safari Club, 2nts, 2B, 2L, 2D)

Feb. 26, 27, 28 & Mar. 1 - THE COAST:
Following breakfast on Feb. 26 we drive to
Nairobi where we board our flight to Mombasa’s
south coast. A short drive takes us to the
stunning Diani Beach and our hotel which is
exclusive to our group (assuming a full group).

Diani Beach is famous for its 25km-long soft
white sand beach and the bright turquoise
waters of the Indian Ocean. The fringing coral
reef is popular for snorkellers and SCUBA
divers. Other activities available from or near
the hotel include jet skiing, wind surfing, dolphin
safaris, horseback riding, spa treatments, and
18-hole golf (some at additional cost). Or you
might simply want to do absolutely nothing!

Enjoy a day on the beach and then on Feb. 28
we'll drive up the coast to visit the Bombolulu
Craft Centre where Kenyans in need now
produce wonderful items such as beadwork.
We may also stop in Mombasa to tour this
historic seaport known for the 16th century Fort
Jesus (tour may be moved to Mar. 2 depending
on group wishes). Walk in the old town where
explorers, traders and sultans have walked for
centuries. Behind many carved doors are fun
shops offering a variety of intriguing wares.
(AfroChic Boutique Hotel, 4nts, 4B, 4L, 4D)

Mar.2/3-HOMEWARD: We fly back to Nairobi
and enjoy a special Farewell Dinner. We return
to the airport to board our homeward bound
flights that will arrive home on the afternoon of
Mar. 3. (1B, 1D)
