Day 5 - KARANGU CAMP; 3995m; 4-5 
hours; 5km: This is your extra acclimatization 
day. Climb the Barranco Wall, which is a 
fairly difficult scramble at altitude. Descend to 
Karangu camp in the Karangu Valley.

Kilimanjaro International Airport; transfer to 
Moshi. Dinner and overnight at the hotel. (If 
you have time, we recommend that you insert 
at least 1 extra night in Moshi if this is the 
start of your trip).

Day 2 - MACHAME CAMP; 3000m; ~5 hours 
walking; ~11km: After a briefing, transfer to 
the Park Gate (1640m). Hike through tropical 
rainforest on the beautiful Machame Route.

Day 3 - SHIRA CAMP; 3850m; 4-5 hours;
